TWOS & THREES
Social/Arrival Activities (8:45-9:15) (10:30-11:00)
1. COOK IT UP
WHAT YOU DO: 
Invite the children to pretend to cook breakfast. Guide their play by talking about making food for their friends. After the Activity: Introduce the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“It’s time to cook! Let’s make some yummy breakfast for our friends. In our story, Jesus made breakfast for His friends. What should we make? Should we cook some eggs? (Hold up toy frying pan.) Let’s put it on the pan. Sizzle, sizzle! It’s cooking! Is it ready? Let’s put it on a plate for our friend. Here you go! What else can we make? (Repeat as desired.) That was fun! You are all wonderful cooks! Making food for people we love is so special. Jesus loved His friends so much. He showed them by making them breakfast.”
2. FISH TOSS
WHAT YOU DO: 
Place the laundry basket on the floor. Make a tape line on the floor a few feet away from the basket. Encourage children to stand at the line and take turns tossing the “fish” into the “net.” Cheer for every attempt. Introduce the Bible Story
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Hello, friends! Come line up behind the tape line and let’s play a game! We’re going to go fishing! See our big net? (Point to basket.) And look at all these fish! (Hold up a beanbag.) Let’s try to toss the fish into the net. Stand here and … TOSS! (Toss a fish at the basket.) Yay! You try! (Hand a beanbag “fish” to a child.) Good toss! Let’s try to get all the fish in the net!” (Continue until every child has had several turns.) You are great fishers! Our Bible Story today is about Jesus’ friends, the disciples, who went fishing.”

Craft (9:35-9:50) (11:20-11:35) 
1. BREAKFAST WITH JESUS (FIRST SERVICE ONLY) 
WHAT YOU DO: 
Give each child a placemat. Encourage them to color the page and the items on it and decorate more with stickers and/or stamps. Talk about the story of Jesus making breakfast for His friends as they decorate. Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Come and make a special placemat with me to help us remember today’s story! Jesus made a yummy breakfast for His friends. Can you color the plate on your paper? (Pause.) What else do you see? (Pause for responses.) A cup? (Pause.) A fork? (Pause.) Let’s color everything! (Pause.) This placemat reminds us that Jesus loves His friends so much that He made breakfast on the beach for them. Jesus loves you so much and wants to be your friend forever! Your placemats are beautiful! You can take them home to use for your breakfast. And every time you see it, you can remember that Jesus wants to be your friend forever. Who wants to be your friend forever? [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever.”
2. JESUS AND ME (SECOND SERVICE ONLY)
WHAT YOU DO:  
Encourage children to decorate their frame with materials provided in the supply tub. Clean hands as needed. 
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Look! There’s Jesus on your paper. And this space right here is for your picture. Jesus loves you SO much. Jesus wants to be your friend forever! Let’s decorate your frame. Add colors all around. (Pause.) Beautiful!”



Groups (9:50-10:05) (11:35-11:50)  
1. FLIP THE FISH VERSE
WHAT YOU DO: 
Lay the pieces face down in order. Have children take turns flipping over one piece at a time. As each piece is flipped, say that part of the verse and do the motion shown together. After all are flipped, say the whole verse together as you do the motions. Connect the Memory Verse to the Bottom Line.
WHAT YOU SAY:  
“Let’s play a game with these fish to remember our verse [Child’s name], flip over the first fish! (Pause.) Look! It shows us to point up. That’s for ‘I.’ (Point up.) Good job! [Child’s name], flip the next one! (Pause.) It shows us to point to our friends. That’s for ‘have called you.’ (Point to others.) Yay! [Child’s name], let’s flip this one! (Pause.) This one shows our fingers linked. That’s for ‘friends.’ (Hook fingers twice.) [Child’s name] flip the last one. (Pause.) This one shows our hands open like a book for John 15:15. (Open hands like a book.) You did it! Let’s say it all together: ‘I have called you friends.’ John 15:15. Great job! Jesus calls us His friends! That’s because Jesus wants to be your friend forever and [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever. Who wants to be your friend forever? [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever.”
2. ACT IT OUT
WHAT YOU DO: 
Gather children in an open space. Lead the children through simple actions that retell the Bible Story. Use lots of energy and simple, repetitive phrases. Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s act out our true story from the Bible. Let’s all get in a boat with the disciples! Sit down and rock side to side. (Pause.) Rock, rock, rock. (Pretend to rock.) Look at the beach! Put your hand over your eyes like this. Who do you see? It’s Jesus! Yay, it’s Jesus! Let’s swim to Jesus just like Peter! Move your arms! Swim, swim, swim! (Pretend to swim.) We made it! Now we are on the beach with Jesus. Let’s sit by the campfire with Jesus. Oh, it looks like the fish is ready. Let’s eat the yummy fish Jesus made us. Yum! That was the best breakfast ever! Jesus made breakfast for His friends so they would know He would be their friend forever and ever! Jesus loved His friends, and He loves us! [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever. Hip, hip, hooray! Who wants to be your friend forever? [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever.”


3. JESUS WANTS TO BE YOUR FRIEND
WHAT YOU DO: 
Ask two leaders (or a leader and a child) to hold hands and form an arch. During the Activity: Play a game of “London Bridge”, singing the words below. Have the children walk in a line under the arch while you sing. When the song ends, gently lower the arch to catch a child. Continue until each child has a turn to be “caught.” Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s play a game! We’re going to walk under a bridge while singing a special song.” (Hold hands with another leader or child to make an arch.) Let’s sing our song! (Sing to the tune of “London Bridge Is Falling Down.”) “Jesus wants to be your friend, Be your friend, be your friend. Jesus wants to be your friend, Be your friend, forever! (Lower arms and catch a child.) We caught [child’s name]! Jesus wants to be [child’s name]’s friend forever!” (Celebrate and start again.) That was so fun! Who wants to be your friend forever? [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever!”
4. FRIEND, FRIEND, FOREVER
WHAT YOU DO: 
Play a game of Duck, Duck, Goose, but change the words. The child who is “it” walks around the circle, gently tapping each friend on the head saying, “Friend … friend … friend …” until they choose one to say “FOREVER!” on. Then that child chases the tapper around the circle to try and tag them before they sit in the empty spot. Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s play a game! We’re going to play a special version of Duck, Duck, Goose. Instead of saying ‘duck,’ we’re going to tap our friends and say, ‘Friend.’ And instead of ‘goose,’ we’ll say, ‘FOREVER!’ because Jesus wants to be our friend forever! Are you ready? (Choose a child to start.) Okay, walk around and tap your friends. ‘Friend … friend … FOREVER!’ Run! (Play for several rounds.) That was so much fun! Jesus is the best friend, and He wants to be our friend not just for a little while, but FOREVER! [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever! Who wants to be your friend forever? [Bottom Line] Jesus wants to be my friend forever!”
