June 28, 2026 Week 4	    HIDDEN TREASURE AND PEARL	Matthew 13:44-46
TWOS & THREES
Social/Arrival Activities (9:45-10:10) 
1. SPECIAL NECKLACES
WHAT YOU DO: 
Let the children explore the necklaces. They can try them on, sort them by color, or just feel the different textures. After the Activity: Introduce the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Welcome, friends! Look at all these fancy, sparkly necklaces! Let’s try them on. Wow, so many colors! You can put one on! (Help children try on necklaces.) You look so fancy! Look at all the different colors. I see a blue one … and a green one! Now look at this one. (Hold up the white necklace.) This one is all white. It looks like it’s made of special pearls! Pearls are a beautiful treasure.” After the Activity: “It’s so fun to wear special jewelry! Today, we’ll hear a story that Jesus told about a man who went looking for treasure. Let's go find out more about the treasure.”
2. TUNNEL TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO:  
Encourage children to take turns crawling through the tunnel to find the treasure. Celebrate with them when they emerge from the tunnel after finding the treasure. After the Activity: Introduce the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Hello, friends! Let’s go on an adventure to find treasure! Let’s see if we can find some treasure! We need to crawl through this long tunnel to get to it. [Child’s name], you go first! Crawl, crawl, crawl! (Encourage the child as they go through.) Look! You made it! You found the treasure chest! Hooray! Now let’s cheer for our next friend!” (Continue with each child.) After the Activity: “You all found the treasure! Hooray! Our Bible Story today is a special story Jesus told about finding treasure.” 




3. COIN PRESS 
WHAT YOU DO: 
Encourage children to press the coin into the Play-Doh and explore the impression the coin leaves. Ask children to remove the coin and press the other side as well as the sides into the Play-Doh. Introduce the Bible Story. (Please make sure children stay seated at the table for this activity so the play-doh doesn’t end up all over the room. Thank you!!  )
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s flatten our blobs of Play-Doh. I have something fun for us to explore today. Great job! Now take the coin and put it on your Play-Doh, and press down. (Pause.) Lift off the coin and tell me what you see. (Pause for responses.) Wow! You made an impression of the coin! Turn the coin over and let’s press that side into the Play-Doh. (Pause.) Lift it off. You made an impression of the other side! That’s so cool! Roll your dough into a ball and flatten it out again. (Pause.) How many coin impressions can you fit on your dough? (Pause.) That’s so many coins!” After the Activity: I bet we would find coins like these if we found a special treasure. Our Bible Story today is a special story Jesus told about finding treasure.”  
4. BUILD A KINGDOM 
WHAT YOU DO: 
Invite children to play with the blocks and try to build castles and towers. Introduce the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
Today, we are going to build castles with the blocks. Let’s build a whole kingdom! After the Activity: “You built such a great kingdom! We are going to hear a story from the Bible about a different kind of kingdom, God’s kingdom.” 
Watch Bible Story/Sing Worship Songs (10:15-10:30)  
Craft (10:30-10:40)  
1. KINGDOM CROWN



WHAT YOU DO: 
Give each child a sentence strip and let them decorate it with coloring supplies, jewel stickers, and stamps. When they are done, ask children to add their Kingdom Crown Sticker (with the Bottom Line) to the middle of their crown. Assemble each child’s crown by measuring it around their head and stapling it to fasten it. Help them to place it on their head. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“The two parables in our Bible Story today teach us that loving God and His kingdom is the most important thing. It comes first! Let’s make a crown to help us remember to put God first. You can decorate your crown and make it super special with markers, jewels, or stamps. (Pause.) Wow! These are beautiful! Now add your label to your crown. It tells you where to look in the Bible to find our story today and says, [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom. Now you can wear your crown as we review today’s Bible Story.” After the Activity: “Your crowns show everyone that you can be part of God’s kingdom. Jesus wanted His friends to know that God’s kingdom was most important! Being loved by God and loving Him back is the most important thing we can do. Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!”
Groups (10:40-11:00)   
1. PASS THE TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sit in a circle with the children. Play upbeat music and have the children pass the treasure around the circle. When you stop the music, the child holding the gift gets to open it and take one sticker out. Then close the box and start the music again. Continue until every child has a sticker.
WHAT YOU SAY:  
“Friends, come over and let’s say our Memory Verse together as we do the motions. Everybody ready? ‘Your kingdom come, (point up) your will be done, (hold hands out, palms up) on earth (point down) as it is in heaven’ (point up). Matthew 6:10 (open hands like a book). Super job, friends!” During the Activity: “Let’s play a game with this treasure! Inside is a special treasure for everyone. When the music plays, pass the treasure to the friend next to you, all around the circle. When the music stops, whoever has the treasure chest gets to open it and take one treasure sticker! Ready? (Play music and pass the box. Let it get passed around a couple of times. Stop the music.) The music stopped! Everyone, freeze! [Child’s name] has the treasure! Open it up and take a sticker. (Pause.) Let’s play again!” (Start the music and start passing the treasure chest around until each child gets a turn.) 
2. KINGDOM TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO:  
Gather the children to sing a song with actions. Lead the children in singing the words below to the tune of “If You're Happy and You Know It.” Do the simple actions together. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY:  
“Let’s sing a song about our Bible Story! Listen and watch what I do then you can join me!” “Ready? Watch and listen. (Sing the words to the tune of “If You're Happy and You Know It.”) “God's kingdom is a treasure, yes, it is! (Clap, clap.) God's kingdom is a treasure, yes, it is! (Clap, clap.) God loves me so much, (Give yourself a hug.) God fills up my heart, (Pat your heart.) God's kingdom is a treasure, yes, it is!” (Clap, clap.) “Now let’s sing and do the motions together.” (Repeat song several times.) After the Activity: “What a happy song! God’s kingdom isn’t hidden like the treasure or the pearl in the stories Jesus told. It isn’t hard to find because Jesus shows us exactly who God is and how to live in God’s kingdom. And when we follow Jesus, you and I can be a part of God’s kingdom. Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!”
3. COIN JUMP
WHAT YOU DO: 
Place ten carpet circles “coins” in a line or scattered on the floor in an open area. Encourage the children to jump from coin to coin. As they jump on each one, count together from one to ten. 
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Come play with me! See the carpet circles? Let’s pretend they are big, shiny coins on the floor. Let’s jump on the coins and count them! Ready? Find a coin and JUMP! One! Now find another one! JUMP! Two! (Continue counting as children jump.) You are such great jumpers and counters! Let’s count to ten again!” After the Activity: “We counted ten coins!
4. HIDE & FIND THE TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO: 
Hide the treasure for the kids to find. After they find it, celebrate with them. Let the children take turns hiding it if they would like to. Repeat as desired. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.



WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s play a hiding game with this treasure! It is so much fun to find something you thought was lost! God is that happy when you are a part of His kingdom. He loves you so much! Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!”
