June 28, 2026 Week 4	    HIDDEN TREASURE AND PEARL 	   Matthew 13:44-46
FOURS & FIVES
Social/Arrival Activities (9:45-10:10) 
1. BUILD A KINGDOM 
WHAT YOU DO: 
Invite children to play with the blocks/legos and try to build castles and towers. Introduce the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
Today, we are going to build castles with the blocks. Let’s build a whole kingdom! After the Activity: “You built such a great kingdom! We are learning from the Bible about a different kind of kingdom, God’s kingdom.” 
2. TREASURE TELESCOPES
WHAT YOU DO: 
Encourage children to look through each tube to discover the hidden treasure. Show them how to point the tubes toward the light to help see the pictures. After the Activity: Introduce the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“We’re going to pretend these (pick up a tube) are telescopes that will help us find treasure. Pick a telescope and look through it to find the treasure. (Pause.) What do you see? (Pause for responses.) Wow! That is a treasure! Let’s switch telescopes with a friend and find more treasure. (Repeat as time and interest allow.)” After the Activity: “You found some amazing treasures! In our Bible Story, Jesus tells two stories about finding treasure. He said God’s kingdom is the most special treasure of all. 
3. TREASURE MATCH
WHAT YOU DO: 
Explain to the children that they need to look at all the treasure chests and draw a line connecting the two that are the same.

WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s play a matching game! We have to look very, very closely to find the treasure chests that look the same. Look at this first treasure chest. (Point to one on the page.) Can you find another treasure chest on the page that looks just like it? (Pause as children search.) You found it! Now draw a line to connect the two matching treasure chests. (Demonstrate.) Let’s keep going until we find all the matches! (Pause.) Great job!” After the Activity: “You have such good eyes! You found all the matches. Our story will teach us to look for the most important treasure of all. Do you know what the most important treasure is? (Pause.) Yes! The most important treasure is being a part of God’s kingdom. The good news is, we don't have to look too hard, because Jesus made a way for us to be part of God’s kingdom! And God wants everyone to be part of His kingdom! Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!” 
Watch Bible Story/Sing Worship Songs (10:15-10:30) 
Craft (10:30-10:40) 
1. HIDDEN TREASURE FIELD
WHAT YOU DO: 
Encourage children to color their field with crayons or markers. Encourage children to color and decorate their treasure chest with markers and stickers. Show children how to hide their treasure in the field. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Come on over to the table, friends! Jesus told a story about someone who found a hidden treasure. Let’s make our own hidden treasure craft to help us remember it.” During the Activity: “First, here is a picture of a field. (Give each child the “Field Pocket” page.) Let’s color the grass and the flowers. (Allow time to color.) Now, here is the most important part—the treasure! (Give each child the “Treasure Chest” cutout.) Let’s make our treasure chest super special. You can color it and even add some sparkly stickers or jewels! (Allow time to decorate.) “Your treasure chests look so special! Now, let’s make a secret hiding spot for them. See this pocket in your field picture? (Show the children the opening of the pocket.) Now you can be like the man in the story. You can hide your treasure in the field … (slide the treasure chest into the pocket) and then you can find it again! (Slide the treasure chest out.) Peek-a-boo, treasure!” After the Activity: “The man in the story Jesus told was so happy when he found the treasure that he sold everything he had just to have that field. Jesus wanted His friends to know that God’s kingdom is the most important, most valuable treasure in the whole world. God’s kingdom isn’t hidden like the treasure or the pearl in the stories Jesus told. It isn’t hard to find because Jesus shows us exactly who God is and how to live in God’s kingdom. And when we follow Jesus, you and I can be a part of God’s kingdom. Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom.” 

Groups (10:40-11:00)  
1. PASS THE TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sit in a circle with the children. Play upbeat music and have the children pass the treasure around the circle. When you stop the music, the child holding the gift gets to open it and take one sticker out. Then close the box and start the music again. Continue until every child has a sticker.
WHAT YOU SAY:  
“Friends, come over and let’s say our Memory Verse together as we do the motions. Everybody ready? ‘Your kingdom come, (point up) your will be done, (hold hands out, palms up) on earth (point down) as it is in heaven’ (point up). Matthew 6:10 (open hands like a book). Super job, friends!” During the Activity: “Let’s play a game with this treasure! Inside is a special treasure for everyone. When the music plays, pass the treasure to the friend next to you, all around the circle. When the music stops, whoever has the treasure chest gets to open it and take one treasure sticker! Ready? (Play music and pass the box. Let it get passed around a couple of times. Stop the music.) The music stopped! Everyone, freeze! [Child’s name] has the treasure! Open it up and take a sticker. (Pause.) Let’s play again!” (Start the music and start passing the treasure chest around until each child gets a turn.) 
2. PEARL RELAY
WHAT YOU DO: 
Place two buckets in the middle of the start line and fill them with pom-poms. Place two empty buckets or treasure chests at the opposite side of the room, one for each team. Divide the children into two teams and give the first child in both lines a spoon. During the Activity: The first child in each line puts a “pearl” on their spoon and carefully walks it down to their treasure chest or bucket and drops it in. Then they run back and give the spoon to the next person. The game continues until one team gets all their pearls in the bucket. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Jesus told a story about a man who searched for the perfect pearl. In this game, we are going to carry some special pearls to our treasure chest!” During the Activity: “When I say go, the first person in line will put a pearl on their spoon and carry it all the way to the bowl. Try not to drop it! But if it falls, pick it up and put it back on your spoon, and keep going. Ready, set, go! (Cheer for the children.) That’s it! Nice and steady! You did it! Now run back and give the spoon to your friend! Let’s get all our pearls into the treasure chest!” 
After the Activity: “Great job, teams! You brought all your special pearls to the treasure chest. Jesus said God’s kingdom is most important, most valuable, like that perfect pearl. God’s kingdom isn’t hidden like the treasure or the pearl in the stories. It isn’t hard to find because Jesus shows us exactly who God is and how to live in God’s kingdom. When we follow Jesus, you and I can be a part of God’s kingdom. Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!”
3. KINGDOM TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO:  
Gather the children to sing a song with actions. Lead the children in singing the words below to the tune of “If You're Happy and You Know It.” Do the simple actions together. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY:  
“Let’s sing a song about our Bible Story! Listen and watch what I do then you can join me!” “Ready? Watch and listen. (Sing the words to the tune of “If You're Happy and You Know It.”) “God's kingdom is a treasure, yes, it is! (Clap, clap.) God's kingdom is a treasure, yes, it is! (Clap, clap.) God loves me so much, (Give yourself a hug.) God fills up my heart, (Pat your heart.) God's kingdom is a treasure, yes, it is!” (Clap, clap.) “Now let’s sing and do the motions together.” (Repeat song several times.) After the Activity: “What a happy song! God’s kingdom isn’t hidden like the treasure or the pearl in the stories Jesus told. It isn’t hard to find because Jesus shows us exactly who God is and how to live in God’s kingdom. And when we follow Jesus, you and I can be a part of God’s kingdom. Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!”
4. JOURNAL AND PRAYER     
WHAT YOU DO: 
Review the Bible Story. Then, encourage the children to help you make a list in the journal of special things.







WHAT YOU SAY: 
“In our Bible Story today, Jesus told a story about a hidden treasure and the pearl because He wanted His disciples to know that God’s kingdom was the most important, the most valuable thing there is! Being loved by God and loving Him back is the most important thing we can do. Jesus shows us exactly who God is and how to live in God’s kingdom. And when we follow Jesus, you and, [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom! Jesus taught us that God’s kingdom is most special! God’s kingdom isn’t hidden like the treasure or the pearl in the stories. It isn’t hard to find because Jesus shows us exactly who God is and how to live in God’s kingdom. And when we follow Jesus, you and I can be a part of God’s kingdom. Let’s make a list in our journal of special things. What can you think of? (Hold up the journal.) This is a great list! Let’s pray. Dear God, thank You for giving us Jesus so we can be part of Your kingdom forever. Thank You for giving us special things like [say the special things from the list]. Thank You for showing us that Your kingdom is the most special, most important treasure. We love You, God. In Jesus’ name, Amen.” 
5. HIDE & FIND THE TREASURE
WHAT YOU DO: 
Hide the treasure for the kids to find. After they find it, celebrate with them. Let the children take turns hiding it if they would like to. Repeat as desired. After the Activity: Connect the Bottom Line to the Bible Story.
WHAT YOU SAY: 
“Let’s play a hiding game with this treasure! It is so much fun to find something you thought was lost! God is that happy when you are a part of His kingdom. He loves you so much! Who can be part of God’s kingdom? [Bottom Line] I can be part of God’s kingdom!”
